The amount of time allotted to speakers may 

vary at the Chairperson’s discretion however, depending on the number of speakers and length of agenda.   
 There are three lights to assist you with tracking your speaking time.  They are located to the far right of the 

podium. The green light turns on when you begin speaking; the yellow light turns on when you have 30 
seconds left; and, the red light comes on when your speaking time is up.
