= [nitiate and Facilitate Public Facilities and Spaces — To guide the creation of a fabric of public
facilities and spaces that is useful, stable, inviting, delightful and instills pride in the community to
foster the opportunity for other investments

= Initiate and Facilitate Private Development — Capitalize on market opportunities and facilitate
private development in the fastest possible time with the highest quality customer service

You may provide input on agenda items by filling out a BLUE Speaker’s Card and submitting it to the
City Clerk or Agency’s Clerk during the meeting. If you wish to speak to the Agency, some tips to help
you are noted below:

The time allotted to speakers may vary at
the Chairperson’s discretion, depending on the number of speakers or the length of agenda.

= There are three lights to assist you with tracking your speaking time. They are located to the far
right of the podium. The green light turns on when you begin speaking; the yellow light turns on
when you have 30 seconds left; and, the red light comes on when your speaking time is up.
