the uses proposed by the developer, as appropriate;  

4) Insure goals/objectives and/or criteria for the RFP encourage a mix of types 
(rental/for sale & highrise/midrise/lowrise), targeting specific populations 
(i.e. Affordable housing for artists), and mixed-use development that 
includes grocery;  

5) Include in the Respondent's Experience section of the RFP, relationships 
with potential retail tenants that would facilitate occupation of ground floor 
space;  

6) Include in the Criteria section of the RFP, language clarifying the 
importance of successful community outreach experience;  

7) Modify statement 1(a) in the Criteria section of the RFP to read: "Ability of 
the developers and architects to implement high quality multifamily 
residential development projects at budget and with timely project delivery, 
including a limitation on claims or delays that may affect project 
timeliness”,
