SUBJECT: UPDATE ON DIRlDON STATION AREA GOOD NEIGHBOR 
COMMITTEE 

On April 7, 2009, the City Council approved the fonnation of the Diridon Station 
Good Neighbor Committee ("Good Neighbor Committee"). As requested by City 
Council, this memorandum provides an update on the composition and initial 
meeting of the Good Neighbor Committee. 

The Good Neighbor Committee is comprised of31 stakeholders representing 
neighborhoods, businesses, labor, environmental interests, and transportation 
agencies, with a seat reserved for a future baseball representative. A complete list 
of Committee members is provided as Attachment A. 

On June 10,2009, the Committee held its kickoff meeting with an overview ofthe 
various projects in the Diridon Station Area including the Autumn Street 
extension, High Speed Rail, BART extension and the potential Major League 
Ballpark. The Committee then went on to identifY and prioritize key interest areas 
that will provide a basis for its work plan. The top interest areas are listed below.

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The second meeting of the Committee was conducted as a walking tour of the 
Diridon Station Area that was held on both June 18th and 25 th

included the general public, provided an on-the-ground orientation to the potential 
projects and surrounding neighborhoods. 

The Committee and general public are being kept informed between meetings 
through a dedicated webpage: http://www.sjredevelopment.orglballpark.htm. The 
website includes meeting information on past and future meetings; links to 
relevant documents and plans; and the ability to sign up for regular email updates. 
To date, 265 people are signed up to receive these updates. 

A work plan for the Good Neighbor Committee that includes the scope of work, 
schedule, and an outline of deliverables will be developed over the summer with 
the Committee and, once complete; will be provided to the City Council.
